Fortunately, because Dapol are flexible we were able to shift our UK production around to minimise the
delays and to add extra production as neaded but which also meant that some of the schedules printed
in our 2008 catalogue could not be achieved. | can only apologise for the inconvenianca.

Finally, due to the wide range of improvements across both scales, we started to run out of space for

adding the descriptive words under each model and therefore have moved to using a generic ‘icon key'
to identify the precise features.
